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The IQAC continued working as earlier and held extensive discussions to work out the
below-detailed plan of action to promote, enhance and monitor the quality of the
teaching-learning process and the pursuit of excellence. The planned measures are
under three heads:

A. Student-centered Activities,
B. Staff-oriented Activities, and

C. Up-gradation of Infrastructure

A: Student-Centered Activities

1. ‘To start such new courses that will provide stu dents with skills which are
in demand and will improve their employability.’

Action Taken :
The College has introduced the following courses:

a) PG Course “Master of Science (Organic Chemistry)”:
The college has completed the first batch of PG Course “Master of Science
(Organic Chemistry)” (earlier affiliated to Karnatak University, Dharwad.) The
second batch with 24 students is ongoing. Now the course is affiliated to the new
University “Rani Channamma University, Belagavi”.

b) PG Diploma Course in Computer Applications (PGDCA):
The college had applied to the Karnatak University, Dharwad, for permission to
start PG Diploma Course in Computer Applications (PGDCA). However, due to
the change in affiliation from Karnatak University, Dharwad to Rani Channamma
University, Belagavi, the proposal has been pending.

e) The Language Department conducted the following courses:

The PG Centre of Karnatak
University, Dharwad based at Bhootram Hatti, Belgaum, is now accorded status of
independent University “Rani Channamma University, Belagavi’ from the
academic year July 2010.

Many of our staff members were deputed to attend BoS meetings conducted by the
different Board of Studies’ of the new University; and majority of our department staff
from Geology, Botany, Zoology, chemistry, Physics have put their efforts to prepare
the new syllabii.

The new syllabus
came into force from the current academic year 2011-12 for B.Sc.l semester.

The Geology department has continued with the method of modeling some of the
topics such as volcano, river, glacier, waterfalls, earthquake, flood management, and
student projects etc.
